1. AUTHORITY

These rules and regulations are adopted pursuant to the authority graxdd Rev. Stag§ 46701 to 46754,
the Nebraska Ground Water ManagementRiradection Ac{ t h e ,&nd théNebyaskaChemigation Act
Neb.Rev. Stat88 461101 through 48148(thef Ch e mi gati on Act 0)

2. PURPOSE

The purpose of these rules and regulatiansong otherss to implement the South Platte Natural Resources
Districtbds Ground tWaRlagdi The Aatpeogdesraathotity féY tha Plan And seeules
and regulationsThegoal of thePlanis tofacilitate the proper managementG@oundWater for quality,
guantity, and integrated management.

3. APPLICABILITY

These rules and regulations apply to all lands withirDisg&rict, and such rules and regulations have been
designated as the Districtwide Ground Water Management Arekescription of the lands subject to these rules
and regulationand the map showing the location of such laar@set forth in Appendix Aand Appendix B,
respectively. The Controls adopted pursuant to the authogitgntedn the Actand the Chemigation Aetreset
forth in Rules 6 and 7of these rules angkgulations.

4. DEFINITIONS
4.1 Acre-Inch- shall mean the amount of water necessary to cover an acre of land one inch deep.

BestManagemenPractices
relating to contamination @gsroundWater may include, but not be limited tojgation scheduling, proper rate
and timing of fertilizer application, and other fertilizer and pesticide management progradeternining the
rate of fertilizer application, the Distrishallconsult with the University of Nebraska or a crop aohviertified

by the American Society of Agronomy.

4.16 Biosolids- shall mean sewage sludge that is used or dismafgbcough land appdation, surfacelisbursal
incineration, or disposal in a municipal solid waste landfill.

District.

4.20 Cease and Desist Ordeshall mean an order issued by the District pursuant to the authority granted under
theAdor these rules and regul ations, following three
contemplated action and in general the grounds for the action and following reasonable opportunity to be heard, to
enforce any of the provisions of the Awtof orders or permits issued pursuant to the Act and these rules and
regulations, and to restrain the construction of illegal wells or the withdrawal or use of water from illegal wells.

4.25 Chemigation shall mean any process wherédliyemicals are applied to land or crops in or with water
through an onfarnrrigation Distribution System.

4.26 Chemigation Act shall mean the Nebraska Chemigation Aip. Rev. Stag§§ 461101 through 44.148.

guality standards.

4.42 Fertilizer- shall mean any formulation or proztwsed as a plant nutrient which is intended to promote plant
growth and contains one or more plant nutrients recognized by the Association of American Plant Food Control
Officials in its official publication.

Service connection does not include a connection to a system that delivers water by a constructed conveyance
